YORK REVOLUTION (21-42) at Lancaster Barnstormers (29-33)

LHP Shane Youman (0-2, 5.16) vs. LHP Eric Ackerman (2-5, 3.56)

ReriTUP! Tonight the Revs continue a seven-game road swing with the opener of four at Lancaster, the Revs first visit to CMS this
season. The Revs had visited every other stadium prior to this. York is coming off back-to-back losses, losing their three-game series
at Long Island after winning the opener on Monday.

Last Night: The Revs lost 3-2 at Long Island on a ninth inning walk-off single by Juan Francia. York had tied the game at 2-2 in the
eighth, only to see the Ducks plate the winner. Dave Gassner allowed just 2ER in 7.0 IP, and retired 10 straight at one point. Five of
the seven hits he allowed were infield hits (two led to both runs). It was the 100th road loss in team history.

Close Calls: Four of York’s last five wins have come in one-run games. The Revs are tied with Newark for the most one-run wins in
the league with 10. Bob Zimmermann has saved all four, each time nailing it down against the middle of the opposing team’s batting
order. He has stranded the tying runner on-base in three straight, and in scoring position in each of the last two (both 6-5 wins). Mon-
day was the 50th save of his career, and he pulled into a tie with Travis Phelps for the club lead this season.

Bat's More Like It! The Revs have scored just two runs on nine hits in each of the last two games. The Revs had averaged 6.0 runs
over the first five games out of the All-Star break, batting .329 as a team, with double-digit hits 4x in the 5 games.

Resilient Revs: Over the last 9 games, 11x an opponent has scored, only to see the Revs answer with a run in the ensuing half-
inning.

Changing of the Guard: With the additions of Olson and Rose last weekend, the Revs have now used 38 players already this sea-
son, including 21 pitchers. The Revs only used 42 players all of last season (22 pitchers), and just 44 in 2007 (21 pitchers).

Pitching In: Revs starters have allowed 4ER or less in 40 of the last 46 games, and in 52 of the 63 games this season. Starters have
earned the decision in each of the last 5 wins, after starting the year 9-29 despite an ERA consistently in the 4’s.

Fumble: The defense has committed an error in 7 straight (12E) and 9 of the last 10.
Turn the Calendar Page: The Revs finished June at 11-17 (8-8 home, 3-9 road). Matt Rogelstad was the Revs’ leading hitter in June

(-333), with Josh Johnson not far behind at .315. Bob Zimmermann’s four saves have set a Revs record for the month of June. The
Revs are 30-25 all-time in July (19-11 in 2007, 11-14 last year).

War of the Roses: This series is the Revs'’ first visit to Lancaster of the season. The Revs are just 1-5 vs. the Barnstormers this sea-
son, and have been outscored 49-22. The Revs trail the all-time series 20-24, 9-10 in Lancaster. York has won three straight at Lan-
caster, including two on the final weekend of last season to steal an 11-9 Community Cup win. It is the second straight year that the
two clubs are meeting over the Independence Day weekend. Last year, York lost two at Lancaster, including the holiday game, but
won both in York during the four-game split series. The two teams will meet again in two weeks for three more in Lancaster, and one
in York as part of the two-city day-night doubleheader on July 18.

Looking Ahead: The Revs have been a second half team in both of the first two seasons. York went 30-40 in the first half last sea-
son, but their 41-29 mark in the second half was the best record of any team in either half last year, earning the Revs their first ever
playoff berth. In 2007, York closed the first half just 26-37, before a 32-31 second half (23-15 at one point), that had them in conten-
tion until the season’s final week.

Spreading the Wealth: In 62 games, the Revs have used 55 different lineups.

This Date in York Baseball History: July 2, 2008 - The Revs sign former MLB All-Star Shea Hillenbrand, who goes on to bat .340 in
36 games.

Wellspan Health Injury Update: RHP Travis Hughes became the first player of the season to be placed on the DL Saturday.
Hughes, battling a nagging hamstring problem, is on the DL retroactive to June 20.
