YORK REVOLUTION (39-29) vs. Bridgeport Bluefish (35-33) 

Game #69 - Saturday, July 3, 2010, 7:00 p.m. 
Sovereign Bank Stadium - York, PA 

RHP Bob Zimmermann (5-1, 4.68) vs. RHP Matt Pike (7-2, 3.28) 

     The First Half champion York Revolution continue their half-ending 7-game homestand (2-3) tonight, with game three of the 
four-game weekend series against the Bluefish (1-1). It’s also the next-to-last game before the All-Star Break. Thursday’s win clinched 
the First Half Title for the Revs, and the second playoff berth in club history. The Revs now lead the division by 5.0 games with 2 to 
go. Tonight is the 20th straight game and 38th overall that the Revs have opened in 1st place. Since May 22 (13-15), the Revs have 
gone 26-14, winning 9 of 12 series (4 straight until the Long Island series this week).  
 
Revs Have Company: York clinched the league’s first playoff berth of 2010 on Thursday night, and last night the Blue Crabs joined 
them with a clinching win over Camden. Both first half pennant races have been decided, with manager Andy Etchebarren’s current 
and former clubs both in the dance. 
 
Last Night: Scott Grimes launched a first-inning leadoff HR, and the Revs carried a 2-0 lead into the sixth, but Bridgeport scored 
three (one earned) in the sixth, and three more in the seventh, to take a 6-2 win. Corey Thurman struck out a Revs’ season-high 8 (his 
most since 2008), and allowed just three hits (two infield hits and a bloop) through his first five innings. Offensively, the Revs tied a 
season-high by striking out 13 times. 
 
Worst to First! The Revs are just the 3rd team in league history to go from dead last overall, to first half champs the following year 
(Nashua 1999-2000, Newark 2006-07). Both of those clubs won the league championship; the Bears’ 2007 team was led by current 
Revs Herrera, Castro, and Pachot. Prior to the Revolution, York’s last pro baseball team, the 1969 York Pirates, won the Eastern 
League pennant with an 89-50 record (.640) after going 58-82 the year before (.414, 5th place, 26.5 GB).  
 
History Lesson: The Revs have sewn up their second playoff berth in club history, and the 13th playoff berth for any pro team from 
York. This September, they’ll try to become the 5th team in York pro baseball history to go all the way to a league title, and first since 
the York Pirates were declared 1969 Eastern League co-champions with Pittsfield in their final year, despite trailing the series 1-0 
before several rain postponements. York teams also won championships in 1904, 1906, and 1925. 
 
Clincher: The Revs have clinched both of their playoff appearances with victories at home. The other time was September 18, 2008, 
with a 14-5 win over the Barnstormers at Sovereign Bank Stadium. 
 
What a First Half Title Could Mean: The last 6 Atlantic League Champions have all won first half titles, and all 4 ALCS participants 
the last two years have won the first half.  All-time, 10 of the 12 league championships, including 10 of the last 11, have been won by 
first-half winners, and 16 of the 20 ALCS participants since the advent of divisional play in 2000 have won the first half. 
 
End of June: The Revs went 18-11 in June, their most wins ever in the month of June. They finished just one win shy of their best 
single month ever (19-11 in July, 2007). 
 
How Good is It? York is just 2 wins shy of matching their most wins ever in a single half, and needs to win both of their final two 
games to accomplish that feat (41-29 in the second half of 2008). 
 
Suring it Up: The Revs have committed just 35 errors in the last 54 games, after committing 22 errors in their first 14 games. The 
Revs had a club record 8-game errorless streak, June 9-16 (went a record 76 consecutive innings without a miscue). 
 
Slamming the Door: Over the last 33G (since May 30), the ‘pen has tossed a 3.78 ERA (123.2 IP, 95 H, 52 ER, 59BB, 113K). The 
pitching staff has finished leads after at least the 6th in 27 of their last 29 tries (25-in-a-row to begin that streak). The ‘pen has re-
corded SVs in 15 of the last 22 wins (Muller-7, Stidfole-4, Rodriguez-3, Hampson-1). 
 
Revs vs. Fish: The Revs are 5-3 vs. BRG this season (3-2 at home). York is 36-30 all-time vs. BRG, their best mark vs. any oppo-
nent. They’ve gone 26-9 at home vs. BRG, but just 10-21 at Harbor Yard. They’ve won 15 of the last 19 meetings at home, dating 
back to 2008. The clubs will open the second half against each other in Bridgeport next weekend.

hitters #4-7 in the Ducks’ lineup were a combined 1-for-10 against him… hitters #1-3 were 6-for-9, while hitters #8-9 were 3-for-
4… was the first time he did not issue a walk as a starter since 2003 (his last time starting prior to last season). 

• Home vs. Road: Zimmermann’s last 3GS at home: 0-1, 10.05 ERA, 14.1 IP, 26H, 18R, 16ER, 10BB, 9K)… overall at home, is 1-
1 with a 6.00 ERA (42.0 IP, 60H, 27BB, .343 opponents)… is 4-0 with a 2.49 ERA on the road (opponents hitting only .267, just 
13BB in 25.1 IP). 

• Zimm vs. the Fish: In 2GS this season, is 1-0 with a 1.64 ERA (Revs have won both)… combined on a 3-0 shutout at Bridgeport 
on May 22 (6.0 IP, 0R, 4H, 1BB, 5K)… took ND on June 8 at home vs. BRG, a game won 7-5 by the Revs on Jose Herrera’s 
walk-off HR (5.0 IP, 2R, 8H, 2BB, 5K)… last year went 0-0 with a 4.63 ERA in 7G/1GS; 4 of his 8 SVs came against Bridgeport… 
first start came against Bridgeport 5/25/09 (ND, 5.0 IP, 3H, 2R, 1ER). 

• Winning Ways: The Revs have won 7 of Zimmermann’s last 10 starts. 
• Eliminating the Running Game: Zimmermann leads the team with 4 PKO/CS as a pitcher this season… recorded 2 in one 

game (1CS, 1PKO) on June 13 vs. SMD… picked off Aaron Herr at 2B on May 28 vs. LAN… base stealers are officially 2-for-7 
against him. 

• Winning Streak: Zimmermann began this season with 4 consecutive wins, after winning his final 3 last season... Zimmermann’s 
combined 7-game winning streak was the longest of his career, surpassing a 4-gamer from 2006-2008. Beginning this season 4-0 
marked the 3rd winning streak of 3+ in his career in a single-season, and the second time in his career that he’s started 3-0 or 
better… was the first time he’s started 4-0… is the 3rd pitcher in Revs history to start 4-0 (Corey Thurman-2010, Wayne Franklin-
2007). 

• Marvelous in May: Zimmermann’s 2.42 ERA in the month of May was the 6th best ERA in the month of May in Revs’ history… 
went 2-1 in May but had a 6.40 ERA, and opponents batted .368 against him. 

• 2010: Struck out 6 in 4.0 IP in his first start, April 25 vs. SMD… allowed 3 solo HR but earned the win in Lancaster’s home 
opener, April 30 (5.0 IP, 3R)… combined on a 5-0 shutout at Long Island, May 12… retired first 9-in-a-row and allowed just 2H in 
5.0 IP, May 28 vs. LAN. 

• 2009: Made a career-high 11 starts, spanning two different stints in the rotation; went 5-3 with a 3.98 ERA as a starter… finished 
3-0 with a 3.65 ERA over his final 4GS, allowing just 19 hits in 23.2 IP over that stretch… started for the first time since his rookie 
season in 2003 with Provo, when 10 of his 11 appearances were starts (went 4-2 overall with a 4.50 ERA)… had made 184 ap-
pearances between starts… Began season in ‘pen as a middle reliever… allowed just 4ER over 15.0 IP in his first three starts (2-
0, 2.40 ERA, Revs 3-0) in late May-early June… returned to ‘pen as team’s closer in June… 50th career save, June 29 at LI… 
saved each of first 7 opps, all in one-run games against the middle of the opponents’ lineup… 300th career K, August 6 vs. 
CAM… allowed just 3ER in first 18.1 IP after being named closer, and no runs in first 7 outings… returned to the rotation on Au-
gust 17, remaining there for the rest of the season.

#31 Ryan Basner - RHP Went 1.0 IP or less in each of first 18G… had 1.65 ERA through first 18G… Worked 4 straight perfect innings, June 4-11… 
retired 28 of 33 BF over 10G, June 4-24 (allowed 1R on 2H over 9.2 IP)… Signed May 18… did not allow a run or walk in first 5.0 IP… went 3-2 with 
6SV and 2.88 ERA for SOM last season… former 7th round pick of ATL; spent entire previous career with ATL, including parts of 4 seasons at AAA. 
 
#38 Justin Hampson - LHP Last 5G: 10.2 IP, 6H, 1R… Earned first career save, 6/19 at Lancaster (3.0 IP, 0R in 20-2 win)… Has appeared in MLB 
for parts of 3 seasons with COL and SD… spent majority of 2007 and 2008 with Padres, posting ERAs of 2.70 and 2.93. 
 
#23 Jim Heuser - LHP Prior to suffering loss on Tuesday, previous 7G: 4.1 IP, 3H, 1R, 0ER, 1BB, 6K… has pitched in 7 of last 9 days… Acquired 
from LAN in trade for Adam Witter, June 11… went 1-0 with a 3.71 ERA in 21G with Lancaster. 
 
#31 John Muller - RHP Acquired from LAN with Adam Witter in trade for Salomon Manriquez on May 26… First 5G with York: 4SV, 6.0 IP, 2H, 0R, 
lowered ERA to 1.09… went 1-1 with a 1.45 ERA in 15G/1GS for LAN; held opponents to .164 average… earned SV in Revs’ 200th win in his first

ERA was at 1.76 through June 20… walked only 3 in first 12.0 IP with York… 5SV in June set a club record for that month… converted each of first 7

walked none and struck out 10 over the course of 7G (7.1 IP), May 21-June 6… Began season on 8.2-inning scoreless streak; first 6 outings were 
scoreless… Made three appearances with York during the season’s final week last year… spent previous two years in SOM bullpen (2007-08); went 9-
2 with a 3.69 ERA for Patriots’ championship team in 2008… reached AAA with BOS in 2006, and also has time in MIN/ATL systems. 
 
#17 Matt Riley - LHP In relief: 25.0 IP, 9ER, 19H, 14BB, 32K (24G) = 3.24 ERA (just 1ER in first 13.1 IP)… ERA out of the ‘pen jumped from 2.25 in 
last app… 3-run HR allowed in last outing was his first given up since May 1… Walked only 3 while striking out 17 in his first 13G in relief… Entered in 
a bases-loaded, no-out jam and allowed no runs, May 18 vs. LI. 
 
#20 R.J. Rodriguez - RHP Had retired 19-in-a-row until walk last Friday… 15 of 18 outings have been scoreless… Previous 7G before allowing a run 
on Monday night: 8.0 IP, 0R, 0H, 2BB, 10K… Did not allow run in 8.1 IP over 7G, May 29-June 10 (beginning with second appearance)… Signed May 
24… led Carolina League with 27 SV last year for Lynchburg… in 4 pro seasons, is 17-11 with a 3.78 ERA and 72SV… spent first 3 years in SD sys-
tem, before pitching in PIT system last season. 
 
#16 Sean Stidfole - RHP  Team record 18.1-inning scoreless streak, May 19-June 22; also went team-record 17-straight appearances without allow-
ing a run… Last 23G: 23.0 IP, 17H, 2R, 4BB, 13K… Last 25G: 4BB, 17K… earned the SV in 3 straight appearances, May 30-June 18, and has tied his 
career-high of 4SV (2008 with New Hampshire)... Struck out side for first SV, completing sweep May 30 vs. LAN… Joined team in spring training after 
being released late by Toronto, despite going 3-1 with a 3.70 ERA at AAA Las Vegas last year, and posting a 3.27 ERA at AAA Syracuse the year 
before… is 18-13 for his career with a 3.68 ERA in five pro seasons, all in Toronto’s farm system.
