YORK REVOLUTION (40-29) vs. Bridgeport Bluefish (35-34) 

Game #70 - Sunday, July 4, 2010, 7:00 p.m. 
Sovereign Bank Stadium - York, PA 

RHP Derell McCall (6-1, 2.56) vs. RHP Denny Stark (3-1, 3.72) 

     The First Half champion York Revolution wrap up the First Half tonight. A win would match their highest wins total ever in a 
single half (2008, second half). It’s the finale of their 7-game homestand (3-3), and four-game weekend series against the Bluefish (2-
1). The Revs lead the division by a season high-tying 5.0 games, and tonight is the 21st straight game and 39th overall that the Revs 
have opened in 1st place. Since May 22 (13-15), the Revs have gone 27-14, winning 9 of 12 series (4 straight until the Long Island 
series this week). They go for another series win tonight. 
 
Revs Have Company: York clinched the league’s first playoff berth of 2010 on Thursday night, and on Friday night the Blue Crabs 
joined them with a clinching win over Camden. Both first half pennant races have been decided, with manager Andy Etchebarren’s 
current and former clubs both in the dance. 
 
Last Night: The Revs earned their 4th shutout win of the season with a 7-0 victory over the Bluefish. Bob Zimmermann (6-1) pulled 
into a three-way tie with Thurman and McCall for the team lead in wins, despite tying a club record by issuing 7 walks (only allowed 4 
hits). The other Rev to walk 7 was Matt Ford (5/20/07 at Lancaster; also earned win in 5-3 victory). It was the second shutout this sea-
son started by Zimmermann against the Bluefish (also May 22 at BRG). The Revs ripped four consecutive two-out RBI doubles in the 
second inning (the first three on three pitches) to take the lead, and never looked back. 
 
Worst to First! The Revs are just the 3rd team in league history to go from dead last overall, to first half champs the following year 
(Nashua 1999-2000, Newark 2006-07). Both of those clubs won the league championship; the Bears’ 2007 team was led by current 
Revs Herrera, Castro, and Pachot. Prior to the Revolution, York’s last pro baseball team, the 1969 York Pirates, won the Eastern 
League pennant with an 89-50 record (.640) after going 58-82 the year before (.414, 5th place, 26.5 GB).  
 
History Lesson: The Revs have sewn up their second playoff berth in club history, and the 13th playoff berth for any pro team from 
York. This September, they’ll try to become the 5th team in York pro baseball history to go all the way to a league title, and first since 
the York Pirates were declared 1969 Eastern League co-champions with Pittsfield in their final year, despite trailing the series 1-0 
before several rain postponements. York teams also won championships in 1904, 1906, and 1925. 
 
Clincher: The Revs have clinched both of their playoff appearances with victories at home. The other time was September 18, 2008, 
with a 14-5 win over the Barnstormers at Sovereign Bank Stadium. 
 
What a First Half Title Could Mean: The last 6 Atlantic League Champions have all won first half titles, and all 4 ALCS participants 
the last two years have won the first half.  All-time, 10 of the 12 league championships, including 10 of the last 11, have been won by 
first-half winners, and 16 of the 20 ALCS participants since the advent of divisional play in 2000 have won the first half. 
 
Independence Day: The Revs are 2-1 all-time on the 4th of July (all on road). They’ve played the last two years in Lancaster (won 9-
2 last year). This is the first time the Revs have hosted a game on the 4th of July. 
 
End of June: The Revs went 18-11 in June, their most wins ever in the month of June. They finished just one win shy of their best 
single month ever (19-11 in July, 2007). 
 
Suring it Up: The Revs have committed just 35 errors in the last 55 games, after committing 22 errors in their first 14 games. The 
Revs had a club record 8-game errorless streak, June 9-16 (went a record 76 consecutive innings without a miscue). 
 
Slamming the Door: Over the last 34G (since May 30), the ‘pen has tossed a 3.71 ERA (126.0 IP, 95 H, 52 ER, 61BB, 115K). The 
pitching staff has finished leads after at least the 6th in 28 of their last 30 tries (25-in-a-row to begin that streak). The ‘pen has re-
corded SVs in 15 of the last 23 wins (Muller-7, Stidfole-4, Rodriguez-3, Hampson-1). 
 
Revs vs. Fish: The Revs are 6-3 vs. BRG this season (4-2 at home). York is 37-30 all-time vs. BRG, their best mark vs. any oppo-
nent. They’ve gone 27-9 at home vs. BRG, but just 10-21 at Harbor Yard. They’ve won 16 of the last 20 meetings at home, dating 
back to 2008. The clubs will open the second half against each other in Bridgeport next weekend. 
 
This Date in York Baseball History:  July 4, 2008 - The Revs play their latest-ending game thanks to a rain delay and a blown 8-0 
lead, losing 9-8 in 10 innings at Lancaster in a game that concluded at 12:45 a.m… July 4, 1983 - Red Lion’s Butch Wynegar catches 
Dave Righetti’s no-hitter.

Tonight’s Starter: RHP Derell McCall 
 
• Deserving Honor: McCall was named to the Freedom Division’s All-Star team, one of a club-record 7 Revs to represent the team at Long Island 

on Tuesday night.  It will be the first All-Star appearance of his professional career.  He currently ranks #3 in the league with a 2.56 ERA, trailing 
only his teammate and fellow All-Star Jesus Sanchez (2.37), and Bridgeport’s Patrick Ryan (1.39), who the Revs don’t have to face in this series. 

• End of First Half: The Revs are on pace to set several club records this season, including wins. Three members of the pitching staff have already 
set a club record for wins in a First Half with 6 (McCall, Zimmermann, Thurman). McCall goes for his 7th today. 

• Last Start: ND in York’s 4-3 loss vs. Long Island on Tuesday night… line = 5.0 IP, 5H, 2R, 2ER, 3BB, 4K… only two runs allowed came on Matt 
Esquivel HR in 2nd… stranded six runners… had earned winning decision in each of previous 4 appearances. 

• Another Record? McCall has tied a Revs’ record by winning five straight decisions, along with four others (David Maust-2007, Aaron Rakers-
2008, Wayne Franklin-2008, Tim Harikkala-2009). A win tonight would give him the all-time record with 6 in-a-row. 

• Last 4G/3GS: 4-0, 1.93 ERA, 23.1 IP, 20H, 5R, 7BB, 18K. 
• Reliable: Prior to Tuesday, the Revs had won each of his previous 8G/7GS, and they had won in 11 of his previous 12 appearances overall… he 

had at least worked into the 6th in 6 of those 7GS… has won his last 5 decisions, going back to May 23… has not allowed more than 4R in any 
appearance, and has not walked more than 3. 

• Start of Something: In 9G as a starter, McCall is 4-1 with a 2.96 ERA (48.2 IP, 50H, 19R, 16ER, 16BB, 31K). 
• McCall vs. ‘Fish: Has made 2GS vs. the Bluefish this season… won 11-1 at Harbor Yard on May 23 (6.0 IP, 0R, 3H, 1BB, 7K)… ND in 7-6 win at 

home vs. ‘Fish on June 9 (4.2 IP, 4R, 4ER, 6H, 3BB, 4K); first three innings were scoreless, but allowed back-to-back HR to Moss and Jimerson 
in 4th, and another two-run HR to Jimerson in 5th. 

• 2010: Retired 26 of 28 his last 3G in relief, including 9, 8, and 7 consecutively; only an infield hit, broken-bat hit, and error had led to baserun-
ners… Final 8.2 innings in relief were scoreless… Made first 7 appearances of season in relief… Fired 6.0 shutout innings May 23 at BRG, the 
day after Bob Zimmermann worked 6.0 scoreless… worked 7.0 IP and retired 14 of 15 at one point, giving up only 3R, June 3 vs. SOM… allowed 
just 1HR in first 38.1 IP this season, until giving up 3HR in a matter of two innings, June 9 vs. BRG… fired 6.0 shutout innings and allowed only 
three hits (two bloop hits), while walking just one, June 14 at CAM… earned the win in Revs’ record-setting 20-2 victory at Lancaster on June 
19… earned two wins in three days (starting and then relieving), June 24-26; included rubber-game win in crucial series vs. Somerset. 

• Previous Career: Has pitched as a starter and reliever throughout his 10-year pro career (61-55, 4.21 ERA)… began career in Oakland organiza-
tion as a 10th-round draft pick… has spent all or parts of the last 3 years in Marlins system between High-A and Double-A… pitched in Northern 
League late last season, going 6-0 with 2.54 ERA in 8GS for Gary… was called up to AAA multiple times with Oakland, but never made an ap-
pearance.

#31 Ryan Basner - RHP Went 1.0 IP or less in each of first 18G… had 1.65 ERA through first 18G… Worked 4 straight perfect innings, June 4-11… 
retired 28 of 33 BF over 10G, June 4-24 (allowed 1R on 2H over 9.2 IP)… Signed May 18… did not allow a run or walk in first 5.0 IP… went 3-2 with 
6SV and 2.88 ERA for SOM last season… former 7th round pick of ATL; spent entire previous career with ATL, including parts of 4 seasons at AAA. 
 
#38 Justin Hampson - LHP Last 5G: 10.2 IP, 6H, 1R… Earned first career save, 6/19 at Lancaster (3.0 IP, 0R in 20-2 win)… Has appeared in MLB 
for parts of 3 seasons with COL and SD… spent majority of 2007 and 2008 with Padres, posting ERAs of 2.70 and 2.93. 
 
#23 Jim Heuser - LHP Prior to suffering loss on Tuesday, previous 7G: 4.1 IP, 3H, 1R, 0ER, 1BB, 6K… has pitched in 7 of last 9 days… Acquired 
from LAN in trade for Adam Witter, June 11… went 1-0 with a 3.71 ERA in 21G with Lancaster. 
 
#31 John Muller - RHP Acquired from LAN with Adam Witter in trade for Salomon Manriquez on May 26… First 5G with York: 4SV, 6.0 IP, 2H, 0R, 
lowered ERA to 1.09… went 1-1 with a 1.45 ERA in 15G/1GS for LAN; held opponents to .164 average… earned SV in Revs’ 200th win in his first 
appearance, May 28 vs. his former team… pitched in both games of June 20 DH in Lancaster, and earned SV in opener, striking out both he faced… 
ERA was at 1.76 through June 20… walked only 3 in first 12.0 IP with York… 5SV in June set a club record for that month… converted each of first 7 
SV opportunities; 7SV is a Revs’ First Half record (previous: Nick McCurdy-6 in 2008). 
 
#34 Jason Richardson - RHP  Allowed no runs in 8.0 IP spanning 6G, May 29-June 11… allowed 1H in 8.2 IP spanning 7G, May 29-June 15… 
walked none and struck out 10 over the course of 7G (7.1 IP), May 21-June 6… Began season on 8.2-inning scoreless streak; first 6 outings were 
scoreless… Made three appearances with York during the season’s final week last year… spent previous two years in SOM bullpen (2007-08); went 9-
2 with a 3.69 ERA for Patriots’ championship team in 2008… reached AAA with BOS in 2006, and also has time in MIN/ATL systems. 
 
#17 Matt Riley - LHP In relief: 25.2 IP, 9ER, 19H, 15BB, 33K (25G) = 3.16 ERA (just 1ER in first 13.1 IP)… ERA out of the ‘pen was at 2.25 through 
first 23G… Walked only 3 while striking out 17 in his first 13G in relief… Entered in a bases-loaded, no-out jam and allowed no runs, May 18 vs. LI. 
 
#20 R.J. Rodriguez - RHP Had retired 19-in-a-row, June 16-24… 16 of 19 outings have been scoreless… Has allowed just 1R on 2H in 11.0 IP last 
10G (3BB, 15K); allowed no runs and no hits in first 8.0 IP on that stretch… Did not allow run in 8.1 IP over 7G, May 29-June 10 (beginning with sec-
ond appearance)… Signed May 24… led Carolina League with 27 SV last year for Lynchburg… in 4 pro seasons, is 17-11 with a 3.78 ERA and 
72SV… spent first 3 years in SD system, before pitching in PIT system last season. 
 
#16 Sean Stidfole - RHP  Team record 18.1-inning scoreless streak, May 19-June 22; also went team-record 17-straight appearances without allow-
ing a run… Last 23G: 23.0 IP, 17H, 2R, 4BB, 13K… Last 25G: 4BB, 17K… earned the SV in 3 straight appearances, May 30-June 18, and has tied his 
career-high of 4SV (2008 with New Hampshire)... Struck out side for first SV, completing sweep May 30 vs. LAN… Joined team in spring training after 
being released late by Toronto, despite going 3-1 with a 3.70 ERA at AAA Las Vegas last year, and posting a 3.27 ERA at AAA Syracuse the year 
before… is 18-13 for his career with a 3.68 ERA in five pro seasons, all in Toronto’s farm system.
